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Micron Scholarship 
 
 

In 2010, Micron made a gift of US$250,000 for the purpose of establishing an endowed 
scholarship for full-time first year undergraduates. Students from the following engineering 
departments will be considered for the scholarship with one student selected from each 
department in each consecutive academic year: 
 

• Chemical & Biomolecular Engineering  
• Industrial & Systems Engineering  
• Electrical & Computer Engineering  
• Mechanical Engineering  
• Materials Science and Engineering 

 
The bond-free scholarship of S$10,000 per annum is awarded to one deserving first-year 
student per year for four consecutive years of study. This scholarship is by invitation only. 
Shortlisted students will be invited to submit the necessary documentation and may be required 
to attend an interview. 
 
Selection Criteria 
 
The applicant: 
 
1. Should be a Year 1 student. 
 
2. Should not be a concurrent recipient of any other form of aid such as grants, bursaries and 

scholarships. 
 
Scholarship recipients need to maintain a Grade Point Average (GPA) of 3.50 and above in each 
academic year to continue to receive the scholarship.
